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 Note: On average, three activities must be completed each PIP cycle per FTE GP.  One of every three activities must be a clinical audit, and the other two include education visits or case studies (optional to choose 1 of each or 2 of the same activity).
 

  

For example: If a practice has 5 FTE GPs Medicare may determine the QPI participation/quota for the Practice as a minimum of 15 activities, and 5 must be clinical audits and the other 10 activities include education visits and/or case studies, as approved by the NPS.
